Diplomatic Conference Tips for Delegates

1. Be an advocate for your country!

2. As a courtesy, let the press or other countries know when your delegation has arrived at a conference, and when departing.  i.e.  “Honorable Members of the Press,

                   Distinguished Delegates of the World,

The South African Delegates are present and ready to negotiate.  We hope today’s discussion will be fruitful.”  
Avoid using informal greetings such as “Hi Everybody.  The USA is here.”  Close every message formally, such as by typing
“Respectfully,

 The Trade Delegates”

3. For the first spring conference (without any other countries present), label your issue group at the top of the message.  This is critical to managing the discussion and directing comments to each specific group.  

4. During press conferences, address your messages to the Press rather than to Simcon.

5. Print out conference navigation directions to have them as a ready reference.

6. Avoid using emoticons such as smiley or frowny faces :o)  :-( 
7. Avoid using ALL CAPS, even just to indicate the title of your group.  This is considered shouting and therefore disrespectful.

8. Avoid using informal language such as “hello” “you guys” etc.

9. Use diplomatic language.  See “The Language of Diplomacy” handout for ideas and suggestions (go to www.cwhp.info/conferences/diplomatic_language.rtf).

10. Avoid using offensive language at all times.  Doing otherwise could result in your country’s suspension or expulsion from the simulation.  
11. Capitalize all words at the beginning of a sentence and proper nouns such as the name of your country.  Also, avoid abbreviations (such as cuz or b/c for “because”) and unnecessary punctuation marks (!!!!!).

12. Avoid using the “refresh” button on your browser.  This may cause your messages to be posted more than once.
