Alternate Assignment to the May 21 Global Forum at University of the Pacific

For those who are not able to attend the May 21 Global Forum, worth 200 points.

Due Date: Friday, May 20th - no exceptions, no late work.  Your group needs this at UOP.

Assignment: Sign up for one of the following assignments by arrangement with Mr. Wilson. Remember that your project should show approximately 8 hours of work. For an A, it must be useful to the delegation on May 21 and must make everyone say "Wow! That is good."

  1. Exhaustive country profile booklet - 1 booklet allowed per topic. Give a complete summary of all the positions, proposals, treaties expressed by all of the countries who have been negotiating on your topic. Make it updated to Wednesday, May 18.

   2. Exhaustive issue study guide booklet - 1 booklet allowed per topic. Must cover all of the proficiency standards for your topic and all subjects, organizations, and vocabulary words mentioned in negotiations and the scenario book.

  3. Child Labor Group members only: Make 3 copies of a 1 page leaflet that explains in a 5 paragraph essay why we need to continue to fight against child labor. 

   4. Gender and Minority Rights Group members only: Print out a copy of CEDAW and all other existing world treaties on women`s rights - write a booklet that explains the  major point that delegation might use, explains the pros and cons of CEDAW and other existing treaties.

   5. Child Labor or Gender/Minority Rights Group members only: Print out a complete copy of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights - make 3 copies of a booklet that  gives strategy recommending which articles are relevant to each of the six negotiation topics.

   6. Finance Group members only: Exhaustive study of the IMF - make a booklet that addresses the following questions: What is the IMF? What does it do? What countries has the IMF recently intervened in? What are IMF recommended austerity measures and what is negative about them? Why are people protesting against the IMF? Also make 3 flyers that summarize the main points.

   7. Trade group members only: Exhaustive study of the WTO - make a booklet that addresses the following questions: What is the WTO? Who is a member of the WTO? How does a country join the WTO? What are the benefits of being a member of the WTO? What does the WTO do? How does the WTO make decisions? Why are people protesting against the WTO? What are the criticisms of the WTO? Also make 3 flyers that summarize the main points.

   8. Global Warming Group members only: exhaustive study of Kyoto Protocol. Write a  booklet and make 6 flyers about Kyoto Protocol including which countries have agreed  to what levels of emissions controls, who attended, a summary or entire document. Include analysis - what are the  pros and cons of Kyoto Protocol as an international agreement?
