History Day 

History Day "is an exciting, history-based learning experience for students who not only learn about issues, ideas, people and events in history, but they apply what they have learned through creative and original productions" (History Day website).  All students will complete a History Day research project on this year's theme:  “Communication in History: The Key to Understanding” The projects will be in the form of a research paper, exhibit, PowerPoint presentation, website, performance, or documentary

Complex Instruction (CI)

Complex Instruction is a program developed by Stanford University to help all students in a classroom learn, not just the so-called "smart" students.  Students work intensively in groups to solve problems or complete tasks and then present their results to the class.  Complex Instruction will boost your self-confidence when presenting in front of a group, improve your ability to cooperate, and, most importantly, increase your knowledge and understanding of history. Students are given 22 points for the group presentation (group grade), and 20 points for the individual report (individual grade).

Contemporary World History Project (CWHP)

One CP World History class will be chosen to participate in the Contemporary World History Project (CWHP) in the spring. CWHP is a semester-long world affairs simulation. In CWHP, you learn about issues in the world today such as terrorism, world health, gender and minority rights, international trade, and child labor. You work in groups with students in your class to find solutions to these problems. The CWHP class assumes the identity of German diplomats and negotiates online to solve world problems with other “countries.”  Finally, all of the CWHP country delegations meet in person at the Global Forum on May 21 at the University of the Pacific in Stockton to finalize their international treaties.  Remember, it is an honor to be chosen to be Germany.  I will choose the class that works the best in their groups to be Germany.
