Discussion and negotiations ensue with the purpose of creating common ground and moving towards the creation of one or more international resolutions.

Delegations and their Teachers meet at a pre-determined caucus venue to discuss the first round of negotiations and strategize for the afternoon.  If time permits, a tour of the campus may be taken.

Discussions and negotiations resume from the morning. Delegations continue to create international resolution(s) for their issue area built from shared ideas, proposals and negotiations. Delegates ‘vote’ on proposals as needed.
Whole group prepares the closing statement to articulate the accomplishments of the negotiating session; closing statement is delivered at closing ceremony by 2 selected speakers from each issue area.

Delegates are dismissed and are asked to return to country seats held during the Opening Ceremony.
