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HOW MODEL PROGRAMS CAN BE USED TO DEVELOP SOLUTIONS

There are thousands of examples of model programs that are being used by individual groups or communities.  The benefit of model programs is that they have already been tested somewhere else to see if they might improve the lives of others.  Before choosing a model program to implement, the questions to determine for your own country and issue are:

1. Would this model program work in my country?  For example, growing rice in Vietnam helped their farmers increase their incomes.  But rice cannot be grown in arid areas of Africa, for it is a crop that takes a lot of water.
2. Is this issue scalable?  In other words, can it only be used in a small town in one country, or can it be used in many towns in many counties? For example, micro-credit has been found to not only work in other countries, but it can work in both developed and developing countries.  It can also work across issues, such as micro-credit loans for poor people to buy a cow so they can make enough money to send a child to school.  Or credit can be used to buy solar arrays so poor people can have a non-polluting source of electricity.
